
ADULT FEMALES
Primary Likelihood Checklist:

· Complete the checklist

· Add the number of responses for each column (yes, no, N/A)

· Compare each total; which ever is higher indicates the offender’s likelihood

· If # of “yes” responses > # of “no” responses then likely victim

· If # of “no” responses  > # of “yes” responses then likely predator

· Maximum number for Primary Likelihood Checklist is 7

· After comparison, proceed to appropriate additional checklist

· In the case of a 3-3-1 score on the Primary Likelihood Checklist, an offender will have both Additional Checklists completed and subsequently receive a score on both the Victim and Predator Continuums.

· Add the number of “yes” responses on this checklist (maximum is 6)

Sexual Offenses against Minors

Offenders convicted of a sexual offense against a minor will potentially have both Additional Checklists completed.  Such offenders will require the completion of the Potential Victim Checklist, regardless of the score on the Primary Likelihood Checklist.  However, the Potential Predator Checklist is still to be completed if the offender’s score on the Primary Likelihood Checklist indicates that you should do so.  These offenders will receive a “victim flag” or a “predator flag” ONLY IF their score is high enough on the appropriate continuum.
Also, look only at the offenses for her current stay.  If the offender is a parole violator (technical) then look at her original convictions for this parole period.

Include the following offenses as “sexual offenses against minors:”

	· Vicarious sex. Gratification (victim < 14)
